The SST-MAX Shift-Light "Launch" feature allows you to set an RPM launch point. Once the Launch Point is set, the light will turn on when the vehicle's 
RPM is within 200 RPM below or 200 RPM above the launch point (this is the Launch RPM Zone). If the RPM exceeds 200 above the launch point the 
light will blink, this indicates that you have passed the launch point RPM. While in the Launch RPM Zone the shift-light is steady on to indicate that you 
are on the correct RPM.  Launch feature is automatically active when vehicle is not moving and the shift light is powered on.
